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Put Your Heart Into It 
 
February Is National Heart Month- Lucia Rhodes Dietitian, Capreol Nurse Practitioner Led Clinic 
“Save a life, Yours”! This month take the time to ‘Put Your Heart Into It’, assess your heart health and know your risks. According 
to the Heart and Stroke Foundation of Canada, heart disease and stroke take 1 in 3 Canadians before their time. It is also the #1 
killer of women – taking more women's lives than all forms of cancer combined. Heart Disease is preventable and manageable. Be-
ing active and eating healthy or ‘somewhat’ healthy does not necessarily disqualify you from having a heart attack or stroke. There 
are risk factors to consider, some we have control over and others we do not.  
 
 Risk factors that we cannot change include gender, age, genetics, ethnicity and history of a stroke. Your best defense is focusing on 
those risk factors you can change; such as high blood pressure, high cholesterol, diabetes, smoking, stress, excessive alcohol con-
sumption, physical inactivity and being overweight. High blood pressure is known as the ‘silent killer’; because it usually doesn’t 
cause symptoms that are noticeable or that can be easily detected without checking blood pressure.  A diet high in sodium (salt) can 
increase blood pressure.  High levels of sodium will eventually cause damage to arteries due to sodium’s water loving properties. 
Increase in blood volume will increase blood pressure making it easier for plaque (fat) to build up within the artery walls. Think of 
a rock by the side of a flowing river or water falls, every time water strikes the rock it causes damage, unnoticeable at first, but with 
time that rock will have visibly eroded. One of the things we have control over is how much sodium (salt) we consume daily. The 
recommended daily allowance is 1500mg 19-50yrs. 1300mg 50-70yrs, 1200mg >70yrs old.  The UL (upper limit or maximum intake) 
is 2300mg. It is possible to consume above the UL 2300mg in one meal. Sodium (salt) cannot be avoided because it naturally occurs 
in foods and serves many purposes in the food industry. Be aware of the amount you consume daily! To lower sodium intake read 
food labels and monitor portion size. 
 
 Smoking can also contribute to plaque (fat build up) in your arteries. Toxic chemicals in cigarettes deplete Vitamin C, a nutrient 
that protects your cells from damage. Alcohol can contribute to the buildup of triglycerides a type of fat that can increase one’s risk 
for heart disease. Stress another risk factor plays an important role in having a healthy lifestyle. Here is a stress reliever tip; be 
aware of your breathing- relax arms and shoulders, close your eyes, take a deep breath from your diaphragm and not your chest, 
exhale. Repeat the previous step, concentrating on your breathing as you put aside all stressful thoughts. Do this in increments of 
minutes anytime, anywhere.  As a gift to you, set small specific, realistic and measurable goals to create healthy habits. Avoid set-
ting very broad goals.
